5. Describe the different developmental perspectives of the major theories of development (i.e. cognitive, 
learning, humanistic and psychodynamic). 

6. Identify examples of some of the cultural and ethnic differences that influence development throughout 
the lifespan. 

7. Discuss the various causes or reasons for disturbances in the developmental process.

Artificial Intelligence (AI) Resources: There are now websites that will generate semi-unique material that 
somewhat resembles original material. Since technology is available to create this content, technology is also 
available to detect this content. Make no mistake, this is plagiarism. The instructor is not asking AI to write 
any written portion of this course’s requirements, but is asking you the student, to create this content. 
 
If the student submits work obtained by using AI or is suspected of utilizing AI, it will be considered plagiarism 
and receive a grade of zero for the work. This course policy will be provided as feedback for said coursework, 
letting the student know that AI is suspected, or plagiarism has occurred. It is the student’s responsibility to 
follow up with the instructor within 7 days (one week) of the posted grade if work has been incorrectly flagged 
for AI use. The student can discuss the coursework in question with the instructor by virtual appointment in 
order to earn credit.

Activities (100 points): There will be 5 Activities (Discussions, Reflections, etc.) throughout the semester. 
Make sure you will be well prepared for these activities by reading the assigned course readings and viewing 
the supplemental material/resources to ensure your success on these activities. 

Writing Assignment (100 points):   Students will complete a written assignment on a specific topic 
pertaining to course content. The assignment should be double-spaced with 12-point font and use 1-inch 
margins. The content of the assignment should be an in-depth explanation (in one’s own words) of the 
assigned topic.  Including personal experience with the topic is optional, but it must be relevant to the topic 
if it is included and it should not be the main focus of the composition. Assignments must be typed and 
correctly submitted through Blackboard. Your composition should follow the guidelines of standard written 
English, and should follow basic essay format including an introduction, logical paragraph flow, and a 
conclusion. Papers cannot be submitted through email. See Course Calendar for all specific deadlines. More 
specific instruction will be given in class during the semester.     

Adult Development Analysis (100 points) Students will analyze a modern film that features adults at 
different life stages (emerging adulthood, young adulthood, middle adulthood, and late adulthood). This 
analysis involves viewing the film and completing a Blackboard assignment and quiz related to the analysis.  
More details on this assignment will be provided in class. 

Exams (300 points): There will be 3 non-cumulative exams during the semester covering material presented 
in the textbook and in Blackboard. Exams will include 50 multiple-choice, true-false, and short answer/essay 
questions. All exams are given during class time. See the course schedule on the following page for dates 
and times for the exams. If you arrive late to an exam after any of your classmates have already finished 
the exam and left the room, you will not be permitted to take the exam. 
 

Special Requirements:  If you miss an exam, you must contact your instructor within 14 days of 
missing the exam, provide documentation as to the reason you missed the exam, then if approval is given, a 
new exam will be given in an alternative format (i.e. short-answer, essay questions, open-ended). If the 
student fails to meet the revised due date, then a zero (0) for the exam will be given.   
 
Reading Quizzes (50 points): There will be 10 reading quizzes throughout the semester. The quizzes are 
submitted through Blackboard. The rationale in completing these open-book quizzes is to aid you in 
becoming more familiar with specific portions of the course content in the textbook. 
 
Engagement Points (32 points): Engagement in class involves your mental and physical presence in the 
classroom. Although you are not required to speak up during class time, it is important that I know you are 
paying attention and mentally engaging in content. (Hint: excessive cell phone and/or laptop use is not 
considered as engagement and will not be counted as points earned.) One point is acquired with each class 
date and these points cannot be made up.
