Student Learning Outcomes: Students who have successfully completed this course are expected to be able to:

1. Define social psychology and related terminology.

2. Discuss the relationship between the person and the situation and its influence on attitudes, prejudice, aggression,
prosocial behavior, and interpersonal relationships.

3. Describe the dynamics of group behavior in areas of social influence, such as altruism, conformity, obedience,
deindividuation, leadership, intergroup relations, and conflict and cooperation

4. Identify and evaluate the current and historical research, and research methods of social psychology, including ethical
considerations.

5. Apply social psychological principles to real-world issues.

Course Evaluation: See the Instructor’s Course Information sheet for specific items used in evaluating student
performance. However, all courses will have multiple exams and written work that is designated by the instructor of
record.

Attendance Policy: Individual instructors will create an attendance policy that is consistent with the “Class Attendance”
policies stated in the SPC General Catalog: Students are expected to attend all classes in order to be successful in a
course. The student may be administratively withdrawn from the course when absences become excessive as defined in
the course syllabus.

Students who enroll in a course but have “Never Attended” by the official census date, as reported by the faculty
member, will be administratively dropped by the Office of Admissions and Records. A student who does not meet the
attendance requirements of a class as stated in the course syllabus and does not officially withdraw from that course by
the official census date of the semester, may be administratively withdrawn from that course and receive a grade of “X”
or “F” as determined by the instructor. Instructors are responsible for clearly stating their administrative drop policy in
the course syllabus, and it is the student’s responsibility to be aware of that policy.

It is the student’s responsibility to verify administrative drops for excessive absences through MySPC using his or her
student online account. If it is determined that a student is awarded financial aid for a class or classes in which the
student never attended or participated, the financial aid award will be adjusted in accordance with the classes in which
the student did attend/participate and the student will owe any balance resulting from the adjustment.

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South Plains College provides all students with a free SPC Google email account. Because email is one of the main forms of
communication in academia, you should check your SPC email regularly. Our email communication may touch on confidential

academic matters, like your performance on a quiz or your overall grade, therefore you must email me using your official SPC

In our Blackboard class page, you can find an “SPC email” button in the “Instructor Information” folder. Click the button to
compose your email message. You can also access your SPC email (as well as Microsoft Word, Excel, PowerPoint and One
Drive for FREE!) by going to https://office.com and using the username and password provided in your SPC acceptance letter

to sign in. A third way to access your email is by logging in to MySPC and finding the email link in the lower right-hand corner.

Much of the course content will be found on Blackboard, and much of your coursework will be completed on Blackboard.
Therefore, you need a computer with internet access in order to log onto Blackboard. You can access Blackboard at
https://southplainscollege.blackboard.com. This address is for the login page, where you type in your username and

password. Once logged in, you will see a list of your classes. Click on PSYC2319 to enter the homepage for our class.

Perusall is a free online app that you will use to complete GRADED reading assignments. You will access Perusall by clicking
on Perusall assignment links found in the weekly folders on Blackboard. Do NOT log into Perusall from their homepage—if
you do, your work will not sync into the Blackboard gradebook. Rather, log into/access Perusall through Blackboard links.
You can find detailed information about “How Perusall Works” in the week 1 folder on Blackboard.

The FREE textbook we will use is Noba Textbook Series: “Together: The Science of Social Psychology”, R. Biswas-Diener & E.
Diener (Eds), Champaign, IL: DEF Publishers. DOI: nobaproject.com. | will upload each of your assigned readings to Perusall.
You will access each chapter and complete your reading assignments by clicking on the Perusall assighment links found in
Blackboard. Please be aware that graded reading assignments can ONLY be completed using the Perusall assignments links in
Blackboard. However, you can access readings outside of the Perusall app. To do so, navigate to http://noba.to/txqy938d to
find the online version of the textbook, or open “Course Resources” in Blackboard for the PDF version of the textbook on
Blackboard.

Because most of your coursework will be found on Blackboard and completed online, you must have regular access to a
computer with the following characteristics:

e A modern operating system (Windows 7 or later is recommended; most class content should be compatible with Mac
OS and older versions of Windows, down to XP; Linux operating system is not recommended)

e A modern web browser. Itis recommended that students use Mozilla Firefox or Google Chrome to access Blackboard.
Students have reported more problems using Internet Explorer, thus Internet Explorer is not recommended.

o You can download Mozilla Firefox here.
o You can download Google Chrome here.

e Astable, reliable internet connection. High-speed internet (e.g., Cable, DSL, fiber) is the most reliable.

e |tis not required, but it is recommended that you use a computer with a hardwired internet access (e.g., instead of
WiFi) especially when you complete quizzes and the final exam. When using WiFi, there is a greater risk of
interrupted service, and if this happens, your quiz may automatically submit before you answer all the questions.

e The Blackboard app for smartphones can be used to access readings, videos, podcasts and grades on Blackboard.

e To avoid submission problems, do NOT use a phone or tablet to complete Perusall or writing assignments.
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In the Blackboard “Course Content” folder, there are 16 weekly folders. Each folder contains assigned readings for that week.
In addition, | will post discussion outlines and vocabulary terms, and other miscellaneous materials in the weekly folders.

Your learning in this course will be assessed via: 1) Perusall reading and annotation assignments, 2) a project + presentation,
3) attendance/participant points, and 4) exams.

e 13 Perusall assignments total; each worth 5 points

e Your TWO lowest Perusall assighnment grades will be dropped

e The highest possible point total on your top 11 Perusall assighments = 55 points, or 13% of your final grade.

e For each assignment, as you read you will post comments and questions about the reading and reply to your
classmates’ comments and questions.

e Points are based on 1) quality of annotations, 2) quantity (#) of annotations, 3) how much you engage with classmates’
posts (replies and upvotes) and how much classmates engage with your posts (replies and upvotes), 4) time spent on
the assignment, and 5) posting annotations throughout the entire reading (as opposed to just one section)

e Due most Mondays by 11:00 pm

e Because | drop your two lowest Perusall grades, Perusall assighments cannot be made up if missed and late
submissions (e.g., work that is submitted up to 2 hours past the due date/time) will only receive partial credit. Work
submitted more than 2 hours late will not be accepted.

e Each student will complete a project/activity related to a module/chapter from the textbook. Students will present
the results of their project to the class and teach the class two terms related to textbook module.

e Instructions and the grading rubric will be distributed and discussed in approximately 3 weeks.

e Presentations will take place during the last week(s) of classes; tentatively, Tuesday May 2"! and Thursday May 4",

e The project + presentation is worth approximately 50 points, or approximately 12% of your final grade. Please note:
the project + presentation grading rubric is being developed; thus, the point value could change slightly.

e In-class discussions will include warm-up activities, small group discussions, and non-graded assessments.

e Being present and clearly showing effortful participation and contribution is all it takes to earn points for the day.
e Participation days will include all class days after late registration, excluding exam days.

e Attendance/Participation is worth 25 points, or 6% of your final grade.

e Each in-class exam is worth 100 points, and has ~ 35-50 multiple choice questions

e | will drop the lowest of your four exam grades.

e The three exams that count toward the final grade are worth 300 points, or 70% of your final grade.

e Exam #1 is scheduled for Thur. Feb. 9t "

e Exam #2 is scheduled for Thur. March 9t~

e Exam #3 is scheduled for Thur. April 13"

e Final Exam: Thursday May 12" at 10:15 am. “Note: While the date of the final exam is set in stone, dates for exams 1-
3 are tentative and may change depending on our pace and the needs of the class.

e Because | drop the lowest of your first three exam grades, Exam #1, #2 and #3 can only be made up in extreme
circumstances, such as illness, a car accident, hospitalization, a positive COVID test (& thus quarantining) on exam
day, or loss of a family member within a week before the exam, all with documentation. In these cases, an exam can

be made up within one week of quarantine/hospital release, or one week of the original exam date.

POLICIES RE: LATE WORK OR MISSING WORK

Due dates for all work are found in this syllabus, and multiple locations on our Blackboard course page. | will also announce
most due dates during class. It is the students’ responsibility to pay attention to the posted schedule and complete your
coursework on time. NOTE: The only computer issue that warrants a make-up is if the entire class is unable to access
Blackboard at the time a Perusall assignment is due. If this occurs, | will extend the due date for the entire class. Because
other computer issues are not cause for a make-up, you should carefully read about how to avoid or deal with technology
problems in the sections following this one.

Missed Perusall Reading Assignments

Because | drop everyone’s two lowest Perusall assignment grades, these cannot be made up if missed, regardless of the
reason for missing the assignment. | drop the two lowest grades to account for the possibility that a student is too sick to
complete an assignment, or has an ill loved one to attend to, or has a loved one who passes away. Perusall reading
assignments will be available for 2-4 weeks prior to their due date. If you know you are going to have a busy week due to
school + work + life, please work ahead.

Missed Project + Presentation

Please do not miss the project (I'm begging you). | will do everything | can to develop a positive and accepting class
environment in which students feel comfortable and safe. Everyone will be a bit nervous during a presentation because that
is a natural reaction to presenting. If a student provides documentation of an extreme circumstance (illness, a car accident,
hospitalization, quarantining due to positive COIVD test), that happens on the day of presentations, or loses of a family
member within a week before the presentation, | will arrange a make-up presentation during final exam week.

Missed Attendance/Participation Points

If a student has a documented reason for missing class (doctors’ note, positive COVID results, accident report, etc.), then they
can make up participation points by answering the discussion questions at the end of the chapter for that week. Alternatively,
if class has been recorded, the student may watch the video and complete the classroom activities as a make-up.

Missed Exam

Because | drop the lowest of your four exam grades, exams can only be made up in extreme circumstances, such as illness, a
car accident, hospitalization, a positive COVID test (& thus quarantining) on exam day, or loss of a family member within a
week before the exam, all with documentation. In these cases, an exam can be made up within one week of

quarantine/hospital release, or one week of the original exam date. The drop grade is a “safely net” for students who
performed poorly on an exam, or absolutely had to miss and could not make up an exam. Please use this wisely—I do not
advise missing an exam “just because.”



Remember, a computer issue that affects an individual student, but not the entire class, will not merit an extension on

Perusall reading assignments or the writing assignment. Thus, it is best to plan ahead and assume that you will experience

one or two (or all) of these problems. If you take the time NOW to review the information below and figure out how you will

address these issues if/when they arise, you will not be flustered—instead, you will be ready to execute your backup plan.
