Course Description:  Topics in mathematics, such as arithmetic operations, basic algebraic concepts and notation, geometry. 
And real and complex number systems are taught to prepare students for MATH 0315, MATH 0332, MATH 0337, or MATH 
0342.

4. Apply algebraic reasoning to manipulate expressions and equations to solve real world problems.  
5. Use graphs, tables, and technology to analyze, interpret, and compare data sets.  
6. Construct and use mathematical models in verbal, algebraic, graphical, and tabular form to solve problems from a 

variety of contexts and to make predictions and decisions.
