4.3.4 Assigning Grades 

The grade of “F” will be assigned to a student as an earned grade in regard to the 
learning objectives of a course. A student who does not meet the attendance requirements of a 
class as stated in the course syllabus, and does not officially withdraw from that course by the 
official census date of the semester, may be administratively withdrawn from a course for non- 
attendance by an instructor. Instructors are responsible for clearly stating their administrative 
drop policy in the course syllabus, and it is the student’s responsibility to be aware of that policy. 
An “F” may be assigned to a student in the case of academic dishonesty and/or plagiarism at the 
discretion of the instructor, as clearly defined in the course syllabus, due to the severity of the 
student’s actions and disregard for the learning objectives of the course.

Attendance Policy: Punctual and regular attendance is required of all cosmetology students. 
Unexcused tardiness and absences will not be tolerated. A doctor’s note is required stating that 
it is acceptable to return to school in cases of contagious diseases such as pink eye, strep throat 
or the flu. If 5% of this course is missed the student will have to attend mandatory makeup days. 
If a student refuses to attend makeup days he/she may be at risk of being withdrawn due to 
excessive absences. Refer to the SPC handbook for more information. 

The Class Attendance policies stated below is in the SPC General Catalog: 

 
[Students are expected to attend all classes in order to be successful in a course. The student may 
be administratively withdrawn from the course when absences become excessive as defined in 
the course syllabus. 
When an unavoidable reason for class absence arises, such as illness, an official trip authorized 
by the college or an official activity, the instructor may permit the student to make up work 
missed. It is the student’s responsibility to complete work missed within a reasonable period of 
time as determined by the instructor. Students are officially enrolled in all courses for which they 
pay tuition and fees at the time of registration. Should a student, for any reason, delay in 
reporting to a class after official enrollment, absences will be attributed to the student from the 
first class meeting. 

Students who enroll in a course but have “Never Attended” by the official census date, as 
reported by the faculty member, will be administratively dropped by the Office of Admissions and 
Records. A student who does not meet the attendance requirements of a class as stated in the 
course syllabus and does not officially withdraw from that course by the official census date of 
the semester, may be administratively withdrawn from that course and receive a grade of “X”. It 
is the student’s responsibility to be aware of that policy. 

It is the student’s responsibility to verify administrative drops for excessive absences through 
MySPC using his or her student online account. If it is determined that a student is awarded 
financial aid for a class or classes in which the student never attended or participated, the 
financial aid award will be adjusted in accordance with the classes in which the student did 
attend/participate and the student will owe any balance resulting from the adjustment.] 

Plagiarism and Cheating: Students are expected to do their own work on all projects, quizzes, 
assignments, examinations, and papers. Failure to comply with this policy will result in an F 
for the assignment and can result in an F for the course if circumstances warrant. 
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Plagiarism violations include, but are not limited to, the following: 

 
 

1. Turning in a paper that has been purchased, borrowed, or downloaded from another 
student, an online term paper site, or a mail order term paper mill; 

2. Cutting and pasting together information from books, articles, other papers, or online 
sites without providing proper documentation; 

3. Using direct quotations (three or more words) from a source without showing them to 
be direct quotations and citing them; or 

4. Missing in-text citations. 
Cheating violations include, but are not limited to, the following: 

1. Obtaining an examination by stealing or collusion; 
2. Discovering the content of an examination before it is given; 
3. Using an unauthorized source of information (notes, textbook, text messaging, 

internet, apps) during an examination, quiz, or homework assignment; 
4. Entering an office or building to obtain unfair advantage; 
5. Taking an examination for another; 
6. Altering grade records; 
7. Copying another’s work during an examination or on a homework assignment; 
8. Rewriting another student's work in Peer Editing so that the writing is no longer the 

original student's; 
9. Taking pictures of a test, test answers, or someone else's paper.
